What is Brightness?

Brightness is a measurement (on a scale of zero to 100) of the
amount of light reflected from the surface of a white sheet of

paper. The higher the number the brighter white the paper appears.

Brightness Indicators

Higher numbers equal more contrast between the sheet and the
text and images-resulting in bolder images and brighter colors.
